ART TO ART is an experimental concert featuring works created by at least two artists in different disciplines. Local choreographers join film, music, theatre and visual artists in the eleventh installment. ART TO ART 2015: True Stories invites collaborators to make work that is inspired by true stories of themselves, family members, historical figures, or stories of places or things. The finished product can be narrative or abstract. Proposals selected for the concert will be those that integrate the art forms well and are innovative in interpreting the theme. Interested artists are required to submit written proposals and biographical information to Danceworks on or before March 13th, 2015 using the attached proposal form. Selected artists will present new work on August 1 & 2, 2015, at Danceworks Studio Theatre. 

Each artist team will receive a $200 stipend for its participation. In addition, Danceworks will provide free rehearsal space subject to availability (please place requests at least two weeks in advance).  

Each artist team is required to attend three choreographic checkpoints. Two mandatory showings serve as feedback sessions. These are free and open to the public.  Danceworks will arrange for a minimum of three established artists from the community to be present at the first two showings, to assist in providing meaningful feedback to inform the works in progress.  The third, and final showing is not open to the public. The lighting designer and technical director will be present at this final showing. All checkpoints must be successfully completed for inclusion in the Art to Art 2015 performances in August.

ELIGIBILTY:

The presented piece must be a new work created specifically for Art to Art 2015. Previously produced work or class work is not eligible. Choreographers and collaborating artists must be 18 years old. Dancers of all ages are welcome to perform.  

CRITERIA:
Selected proposals will demonstrate a compelling concept, clear organization of ideas, and vision and commitment from both collaborating artists. Proposals must fit flexibly into project parameters (including limited rehearsal space and technical support).
