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Danceworks’ 2012-13 Annual Report
The mission of Danceworks is to enhance the joy, health and creativity of the community through performances, classes and outreach activities that integrate dance and other art forms.

PROGRAMMING ACTIVITIES

In FY2013 (September 2012 – August 2013) Danceworks’ activities included:

- A season of three Danceworks Performance Company (DPC) contemporary dance concerts: 

1) What’s So Funny?, a collaboration with “The Show,” a Milwaukee-based collective of comedic actors, Sept. 28-Oct. 13, 2012 at Danceworks Studio Theatre; 

2) Serendipity, which included choreographic contributions from several company members, as well as a work set on the dancers by Chicago-based artist Emma Draves that married the techniques and performance theories of South Indian Bharatanatyam and western contemporary dance, Feb. 1-10, 2013 at Danceworks Studio Theatre; and 

3) Façade—An Entertainment, our second collaboration with Milwaukee Opera Theatre and Milwaukee Chamber Orchestra, Apr. 25-27, 2013 at the Milwaukee Theatre, performed in the Rotunda—a first for the venue. 

- DPC also collaborated with First Stage on Lois Ehlert’s Mole Hill Stories, a newly commissioned work, as part of that company’s First Steps series for children ages 3 to 6. Mole Hill Stories was performed at Milwaukee Youth Arts Center, Jan. 12-27, 2013.

- A summer Danceworks DanceLAB experimental dance series at Danceworks Studio Theatre: 

1) Get It Out There, which invited emerging choreographers to share new works (June 22, 2013); 

2) Ignite, Danceworks’ first hip hop concert (July 19-20, 2013); 

3) Art to Art, where local emerging choreographers collaborate with film, music, theater and visual artists to create unique dance works (August 2-3, 2013); and 

4) Danceworks on Tap: Joyful Noise, a concert by Danceworks’ tap ensemble, whose goal is to sustain tap as a recognized art form (August 16-18, 2013).

- Our first-ever holiday concert, Gingerbread Express, performed by Danceworks Youth Performance Company (DYPC). Now entering its third year, DYPC is open (by audition) to any interested child ages 10-18 with one year of previous dance training. DYPC includes twice weekly dance classes and rehearsals, with performance opportunities throughout the year. In FY2013 DYPC performed at the Milwaukee Downtown Holiday Lights kick-off event, Bastille Days, the United Performing Arts Fund’s Campaign Finale, Lakefront Festival of Art and Wisconsin State Fair, among others.
- Twelve weeks of Danceworks Mad Hot Ballroom and Tap (MHBT) arts education program in 86 classrooms at 45 area schools (the largest number served to date), most of which serve low-income students. This program served nearly 2,300 young people in grades 4-6 and culminated in May with a program-wide competition at the BMO Harris Bradley Center in downtown Milwaukee, with an audience of 7,500. 

- One 12-week residency of Danceworks Intergenerational Multi-Arts Program (IMAP) at ten older adult sites and ten Milwaukee schools. All participants (315 students and 160 older adults) came together in December for a finale celebration and presentation at Milwaukee Youth Arts Center. 

- Forty-eight weeks of 90 weekly dance and dance fitness classes for ages 3 months-older adult, at our home studio and 2 satellites—the Samson Family JCC in Whitefish Bay and Milwaukee Youth Arts Center north of downtown (5,200 adult and youth students served).
-  Twenty School Day Off Creative Arts Workshops (142 students served); 15 Summer Creative Arts Camps (177 students served); and 12 Summer Camps on Tour (366 students served)—together providing 685 youth with multi-arts programming during out of school time.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Danceworks’ FY2013 ended with expenses totaling $1,167,891 and total revenue of $1,168,282, resulting in a positive net income of $391.

In FY2013 Danceworks earned 52% of its revenue through its education, outreach and performance activities, plus rentals and other revenue from merchandise. Tickets and tuition accounted for 31% of total income.

The remaining 48% of total income came from contributions: corporate and foundation grants (21%), donations and sponsorships from individuals (7%), special events (2%), government funding (1%), in-kind contributions (4%), and our allocation from the United Performing Arts Fund (13%). We use our contributed revenue to support our programming—in particular, programs that reach underserved older adults and youth.
The largest portion of our expenses in FY2013 directly supported programming—our performances, classes and outreach activities (76%). General and administrative expenses accounted for 11% of total expenses, with 5% of total expenses allocated to fundraising. Finally, 8% of our expenses went to support our facility.
FUNDRAISING ACTIVITIES

Danceworks’ fundraising efforts for FY2013 included:

• A direct mail annual campaign in the fall, mailed to our performance patrons, student families, past donors, special event attendees and prospects identified by our Board of Directors. This campaign celebrated our 20th Anniversary.

• A summer online fundraising campaign centered around the idea of filling our dance shoes with change ($20 worth of change filled up one shoe). 

• A clean-up direct mail campaign to our LYBUNT (Last Year But Unfortunately Not This) donors in August before fiscal year-end.
• A campaign to solicit school and classroom sponsorships for Danceworks' Mad Hot Ballroom and Tap (MHBT) Program.
• Our annual fundraising special event, the Mad Hot Celebration, held on June 13, 2013 (this year marked the 5th annual).
• Numerous grant requests to foundations and corporations all year long. 

In FY2013, we received $246,915 from private foundations, corporate gifts and government grants. Our annual UPAF allocation was $154,990, which included a $2,500 Arts Education award and a $13,364 bonus recognizing our excellence in finance and management

Our annual campaign (including our online and LYBUNT campaigns) attracted more than 140 individual donors, bringing in $42,265. 
We received $37,000 in MHBT sponsorships from 16 individuals. In addition, three individuals chose to sponsor a DPC dancer or concert—an additional $2,200 in contributed revenue. 
Our 5th Annual Mad Hot Celebration was our most successful yet, grossing more than $19,000. 
To help MHBT schools fundraise for their portion of the program’s cost, Danceworks has partnered with Alterra Coffee Roasters (now Colectivo) for the past two years. Colectivo created a custom blend of coffee—“Mad Hot and Bold”—for Danceworks and the schools to sell to support MHBT. In total, 18 schools funded part of MHBT this past year with proceeds from their coffee fundraisers ($7,000).
